Suggestions
1. Cars carrying 4 or more passengers should be exempted.

2. Staggered office-timings should be there for Govt offices starting from
8 am till 11 am for offices to start



3. If a vehicle with lady driver and child is allowed, no harm in allowing a
male to also sit alongwith as the car is on the road in any case

4. Allow only one car per family. The tax on the second car should be
equal to the value of the car itself

5. Senior Citizens above the age of 65/ 70 should be exempted

6. Control auto-fares which had sky-rocketed during first phase of odd-
even

7. The decision on second phase should be based on scientific survey of
pollution data and not on citizen feedback

8. Cars coming from other States should be exempted and allowed to go
to their destination in Delhi so that people coming from long distances
are not affected

9. Exemptions should be based on the last digit of the number. Those
ending in 1 should not be allowed on 1%, 11" and 21°' of every month
